• A changing RIPE NCC membership reflects a 
change in the overall Internet environment  
- Analysis reveals that close to half of our current 

membership base are no longer classic ISPs/telcos 

• We need to better understand these 
categories and the associated growth trends 

• Does our current service portfolio cater to the 
needs of an evolving membership? 
- We are looking at this in more detail
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RIPE NCC Survey 2016

• We run these surveys to find out: 
- How we can better help our members and the community 

- What direction we should be taking in the coming years 

• The survey ran from 27 May to 30 June 

• We have received 4,434 responses 
- Now in the process of evaluation
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RIPE NCC Survey 2016 Israel

• 4 IPv6-related questions 

• 19 LIRs responded from Israel (from 97) 
- 3 have no plans to deploy IPv6 

- 12 are in the process of IPv6 deployment 

- 4 have fully deployed IPv6 

• “What could the RIPE NCC do to help you 
deploy IPv6?” 
- 10 respondents answered “IPv6 Training”
