- Centos, Ubuntu, NTP

- Not well maintained, lack of full time commitment from 

maintainers

- Poor/neglected infrastructure, mirrors missing updates, lagging 

behind for days







Importance and benefits of local mirrors

- Geographical traffic routing to ensure delivery to the end user in the 
fastest possible way

- Ensure highest level of security for local infrastructure: server 
updates, security patches

- Generate positive, organic, almost highly automated traffic within the 
country and or region

- Serving users from surrounding (ex-Yu) countries as well as Italy, 
Bulgaria and Romania
