	Authoritative record of ccTLD administrative contact


The newly adopted Resolution 47 (based on a proposal by the Arab States) of the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA 2004) considers (a) that issues persist in some cases with respect to the delegation of country code top-level domain names (ccTLD) to entities designated by national authorities; (b) that intergovernmental organizations have had and should continue to have a facilitating role in the coordination of Internet-related public policy issues; (c) that international organizations have also had and should continue to have an important role in the development of Internet-related technical standards and relevant policies; (d) that ITU has a record of successfully handling similar issues.

In accordance with the above, Syria requests that Study Group 2 prepare a Recommendation that would provide instructions for TSB to maintain and publish the authoritative list of ccTLD administrative contact information for those countries that request TSB to do so.  Other countries would be free to use other arrangements, for example the existing list published by the Internet Assigned Names Authority (ICANN), a subdivision of the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN).

As an interim procedure, pending development and approval of the new Recommendation, Syria requests that SG2 invite the Director of TSB to create a dedicated web site where TSB could publish the authoritative administrative contact information for ccTLDs at the request of individual countries.  The request would come, of course, from the Administration of the concerned country.

SG2 should further invite the Director of TSB to enter into negotiations with ICANN in order to ensure that the information published by IANA for these countries is consistent with the information supplied to TSB by the country.

This proposal ensures that national sovereignty is respected, as called for in the agreed relevant outputs of the World Summit on the Information Society, as sell as meeting the objective of resolves 4 of Plenipotentiary Resolution 102 (revised Marrakesh, 2002) and should allow each country to manage its ccTLD as it sees fit (including models with no reference to ITU), without having to enter into commercial negotiations with ICANN, which is a US company for the time being.
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
